State Pool/Team FAQ’s

1.  Do we have to pre-register for every Olympic Development Program (ODP) State Pool training session?

Yes. It is imperative that each player pre-register for each training session they plan to attend.  An email goes out to all pre-registered players for an ODP State Pool training session prior to a training date.  Sometimes, times and venues change so it is important that you receive communications via email. You will only receive an email with updated information if you have pre-registered for the session.  

Pre-registering also helps us in getting the proper amount of ODP staff.  Indiana Soccer strives to have a 1:10 player-coach ratio.  

Please make every effort to pre-register at least 72 hours before every training date. For example, if training is to occur on a Sunday, register no later than the Thursday before. 
The Olympic Development Program will be divided into phases this year.  Each phase has a different cost.  You can see these phases by accessing the document titled “Indiana ODP Schedule, Format, and Components on the State Pool training page which can be accessed via the ODP homepage.

2.  Is there a phone number to call to check on the status of each ODP State Pool Training session?
Yes.  The ODP hotline is 1-800-347-4972 ext 115.  The hotline is updated prior to each ODP State Pool training session if it is deemed necessary. The hotline will not be updated if there are no changes for that day’s training sessions.  The latest time the hotline will be updated will be 6:00 a.m. the day of an ODP State Pool Training session.  Indiana Soccer tries to wait as long as possible to make a decision to consider those that have to travel quite a distance before canceling a training session.  If in doubt, call the hotline!  Even with all of this updating, there is always the possibility that the session will be shortened or canceled even after the said time above. Indiana Soccer will do it’s best to complete sessions once they have started.  

3.  Will there be more sessions/events other than what is on the posted calendar?
Yes, there may be sessions added throughout the year as the ODP staff may want to see the players more than the scheduled sessions allow, including scheduling of ODP Friendlies throughout the ODP season.  Indiana Soccer will try to let you know of any schedule changes or additions as soon as possible after they are added.
4.  Do players have to attend both sessions in one day?

No, although most players do.  

We offer two trainings in a day for a variety of reasons.  There are only so many sessions in a year.  Training twice a day gives our ODP staff the opportunity to train and see players more often which is helpful when making selections.  

There are also times when players have to honor their club commitment and play in a match.  By offering two in a day, it gives the player an opportunity to maybe play for their club and then get to an ODP State Pool training session in the same day
There are many players who travel quite a distance to attend an ODP State Pool training session so offering two in one day makes the session more worth the trip.  

5. What if you cannot attend an ODP State Pool Training session?
Please email your ODP Age Group Staff as well as the ODP director, John Carter (john@soccerindiana.org) and inform them that you will not be in attendance.  The ODP staff list is on the ODP section of the Indiana Youth Soccer website. 
6.  How many sessions are required for an ODP State Pool player to be considered for the ODP State Team/Group?
There are not a number of required training sessions to attend.  The reality is the more one attends the more opportunities the player will have to develop as a player, as well as more opportunities of being evaluated toward selection.  


Players, however, must attend prior to the beginning of Phase 3: ODP State Team Pool Training which is usually in late February/Early March.  After the State Team Pool selections the only way for a new player to attend is approval of the ODP Coaching Committee. 

7.  Can an ODP State Pool player be released? 

Yes.  Players may be released from the ODP State Pool after the staff has seen them for at least two training dates if they have come between September (non high school)/November (high school) to the end of February.  If, however they come in November and don’t come again they can be released by the staff or not considered for the ODP “Spring” Pool.  
8.  What is the ODP “State Team” Pool (Phase 3)?

The ODP staff can reduce the ODP state pool for the 98, 97, 96, 95, and 94 age groups after either Phase 1 (does not apply to high school players) or Phase 2.  The remaining players make up the ODP “State Team” Pool. 
Beginning in Phase 3, only ODP “State Team” Pool players will be allowed to attend, unless approved by the ODP Coaching Committee. 
The 99 age group staff will not reduce that ODP State Pool in 2010-2011. The 2000 age group is considered to be an open training group for development and will not be reduced.
9.  How many players are kept for the ODP “State Team” Pools?
This varies by age and by group.  Sometimes our staff invites more than the planned number to insure that they are getting another look at you.  Below is a general number that the staff will keep for the ODP “State Team” Pool:

94 boys and girls

24-30 players
95 boys and girls

10.  What if your club has a match on the same day of ODP State Pool training?  

Indiana Soccer offers many ODP State Pool training sessions throughout the year so the ODP staff has a chance to evaluate you. We understand that clubs are training and playing more matches throughout the year.  You should honor your commitment to your club if it is a league or tournament game. Try to make as many ODP state pool training sessions as you can so each player can be observed by the staff.  Sometimes sacrifices have to be considered and you have to decide what is most important to you.  If you feel like you are on the “bubble” or have been told that by the staff then YOU have to make the decision.  Hopefully your club coaches will understand and let you pursue your desire if you so choose to attend an ODP State Pool Training session/event over a club match, training, 3v3 tournaments, etc.  

11.  When are the ODP State Pool/State Team Selection Dates? 
The planned ODP State Team Pool selection will be made at the end of Phase 2.  The state team and alternates selection date will be determined at a later date and will likely occur sometime during Phase 3.
12.  Does a player have to be in attendance on the ODP State Team/Group Selection Date?
No.  Players do not have to be in attendance on the planned selection date to be named to an ODP State Team.  The State Teams will be listed on the Indiana Youth Soccer website within 72 hours of the selection date if at all possible.
13.  How are the ODP State Teams broken down for this year? This does not apply to the 2000 players.
· 99 boys do not have a selection process. The first 50 players to put down their deposit for camp will be able to attend camp (players in the age group will be emailed sometime in January to ask for a deposit)
· 98 boys select up to 36 players plus at least 4 alternates.  These 36 players will be divided into two teams (Older and Younger) by birth month. Example: The Older Team will consist of players born from approximately January-June. The Younger Team will consist of players born approximately from July-December.

· 97 boys select up to 36 players plus at least 4 alternates. These 36 players will be divided into two teams (Older and Younger) by birth month. Example: The Older Team will consist of players born from approximately January-June. The Younger Team will consist of players born from approximately July-December. 

· 94, 95, and 96 Boys will select up to 18 players plus at least 4 alternates. These players will be chosen by abilities. The 94 and 95 boys will play in an ODP tournament.
· 99 girls do not have a selection process. The first 50 players to put down their deposit for camp will be able to attend camp (players in the age group will be emailed sometime in January to ask for a deposit)
· 98 girls will select up to 36 players plus at least 4 alternates.  These 36 players will be divided into two teams (Older and Younger) by birth month. Example: The Older Team will consist of players born from approximately January-June. The Younger Team will consist of players born from approximately July-December.  
· 97 girls will select up to 36 players plus at least 4 alternates.   These 36 players will be divided into two teams (Older and Younger) by birth month. Example: The Older Team will consist of players born from approximately January-June. The Younger Team will consist of players born from approximately July-December.

· 96 girls will select up to 36 players plus at least 4 alternates. These 36 players will be divided into two teams by abilities, Team 1 and Team 2. 

· 94 and 95 girls will select up to 18 players plus at least 4 alternates.  These players will be chosen by abilities.  These two teams will play in an ODP Tournament.

14. What Happens after the State Teams have been selected?

· The ’94’s, ‘95’s, ‘96’s, ‘97’s and ‘98’s both boy’s and girl’s will hopefully participate in a Mini-Camp at the end of June (see calendar on the website for dates) before attending Region II Camp.
· In July, all age groups attend a Regional Camp or Tournament
• From Regional Camp/Tournament, players may be identified from each state to make a Regional Pool.   
• From the Regional Pool, players are then identified to be a part of the Regional Team. 
• The Regional Team players are then identified to be into the National Pool.
  The National Pools then makes up the National Teams.
