USYSA TRAVEL AND TOURNAMENT POLICY
MARCH 1, 2001

New policies effective March 1, 2001


Any tournaments approved BEFORE this date can operate on old policies

TRAVEL PERMITS

Travel inside the United States

· Team must apply when:

· Traveling outside the jurisdiction of  IYSA for tournaments or games

· The tournament or games is hosted by another affiliate of US Soccer or FIFA

· Games are not conducted as part of regularly scheduled league play

· ODP teams traveling NOT as a part of the ODP programs

· Approval will be given if:

· The team is in “good standing” with IYSA

· Hosting organization is an Organization Member of US Soccer or FIFA and in “good standing” 

· The application is filed with IYSA on time and with appropriate fees ($5 at this time)

· Application is complete and submitted with:

· A copy of the team’s approved state roster

· A copy of the tournament/games approved “permission to host” form

· $5 fee and any late fees that could apply (none at this time)

· Teams must carry with them to tournaments/games:

· APPROVED application to travel

· Medical Release form for each player, signed by player’s parent

· These are not required by USYSA to be notarized.

· Original state roster and copies
· USYSA Member Passes for each player

Travel Outside the United States

· Applies to any travel outside the United States or District of Columbia

· Teams must submit to IYSA before travel:

· A completed USYSA application to travel for approval by IYSA

· 4 copies of the OFFICIAL roster

· Copy of the official tournament/games brochure, invitation or other applicable material

· Copy of the completed US Soccer forms Application For Foreign Travel AND Certification Regarding Compliance with the Ted Stevens and Olympic Amateur Sports Act, submitted  and approved by US Soccer 
· Team must apply to US Soccer directly for this permission

· Forms available in IYSA office

· Any fees required by IYSA ($5 at this time)


NOTE:  WHEN TRAVELING OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES, A TEAM MUST FILE 2 SETS OF APPLICATIONS AND HAVE BOTH APPROVED

(1) A US YOUTH SOCCER APPLICATION TO TRAVEL, INCLUDING ATTACHEMENTS, APPROVED BY INDIANA YOUTH SOCCER ASSOCIATION

(2) A US SOCCER APPLICATION FOR FOREIGN TRAVEL AND CERTIFICATION FILED AND APPROVED DIRECTLY WITH US SOCCER

BOTH APPLICATIONS MUST BE APPROVED BEFORE A TEAM MAY TRAVEL OUTSIDE THE UNITED STATES.
TOURNAMENT HOSTING

· Applies to:

· ALL tournaments conducted by member of US SOCCER or FIFA (Hosting Organization)

· ONLY to games conducted by hosting organization when games involve one or more teams outside the jurisdiction of  IYSA and NOT conducted as part of  regularly scheduled league play or Snickers Youth Soccer National Championships.

· Responsibilities of Hosting Organization:

· Must comply with terms of its approved Hosting Agreement

· Tournament play in August:

· May authorize teams to use their team roster for current seasonal year, the next seasonal year or either seasonal year.

· Must specify in the tournament invitation which seasonal year’s roster may be used to participated in tournament/games

· A Hosting Organization is prohibited from:

(1) Requiring a team to use only accommodations approved or provided by the hosting organization, unless disclosure is made on the tournament application form of the required hotel/motel names and the guaranteed rates.
(2) Advertising the tournament or games by any means BEFORE until receiving approval

(3) Modifying or marking original roster or member passes IN ANY WAY

(4) Registering any player, coach, or team official or issuing any member passes

· Application to Host  (Hosting Organization must submit)

· Hosting only United States Teams:

· A completed Application to Host a Tournament or Games signed by the president or chief officer of the hosting organization

· A completed Tournament or Games Hosting Agreement signed by the president

· A copy of the Rules for the Tournament or Games

· Any fees required by IYSA  ($100 at this time)

· Hosting Foreign Teams (teams from outside the United States)

· Permission applies when hosting ONE or more foreign teams for a tournament or games

· In addition to the above requirements for hosting US teams the tournament must submit:

· A copy of the completed and approved US Soccer form Application to Host a Tournament or Games Involving Foreign Teams AND Certification Regarding Compliance with the Ted Steven and Olympic Amateur Sports Act.
· Must apply directly to US Soccer for this approval

· Forms available in IYSA office

· Copy of the Tournament Rules that provides for the following point system:  

· 3 points for a win, 1 point for a tie and no points for a loss.

· In any U17 or older age group, Rules MUST specify FIFA limited substitution rules.





NOTE:  WHEN HOSTING ONE OR MORE FOREIGN TEAMS, THE HOSTING ORGANIZATION MUST FILE 2 SETS OF APPLICATIONS AND HAVE BOTH APPROVED.

(1) US YOUTH SOCCER APPLICATION TO HOST A TOURNAMENT OR GAMES, INCLUDING ATTACHMENTS, FILED AND APPROVED WITH IYSA 

(2) US SOCCER APPLICATION TO HOST A TOURNAMENT OR GAMES INVOLVING FOREIGN TEAMS, FILED AND APPROVED BY US SOCCER

BOTH APPLICATIONS MUST BE APPROVED BEFORE HOSTING ANY FOREIGN TEAMS.

TOURNAMENT INVITATION (APPLICATION)
· When inviting teams to an approved tournament or games, the invitation to teams MUST include:

· A copy of the approved USYSA Application to Host Tournament or Games

· A copy of the rules and regulations governing the tournament or games

· A statement that all teams MUST have current player passes from USYSA or other approved organization

· If the tournament/games are to be held in August, the seasonal year roster that will be accepted for play must be specified

· A statement that the team must follow the applicable procedures of this policy

· A statement that US Soccer rules regarding the use of US Soccer registered referees ONLY will be allowed

· Any tournament requirements/qualifications for participation.

· After team acceptance

· The following information should be sent to accepted teams at least 30 days prior to the tournament start

· Complete copy of the rules and regulations of the tournament or games

· Dates, time and places of any coaches meetings

· List of hotels and motels in the vicinity of the tournament or games

· List of transportation providers in the vicinity

· Publicity information that is required – player or coach profiles, pictures, team accomplishments, etc

POST TOURNAMENT OR GAMES REPORTS

(1) The Hosting Organization MUST submit a post tournament or games report to IYSA within 30 days after the conclusion of the tournament or games.  This report shall include documentation of any incidents involving ejections or cautions.  IYSA will in turn submit that documentation to the visiting team’s home state association.  Additional information to be included in report:

· Number of teams participating in each age division (boys and girls)

· Name of the champion in each division, if determined

· Number of teams from each National State Association

· If  “Sportsmanship Awards” are given, the criteria for the award and recipients

· Number of fields used for the tournament

· Name of any tournament sponsors

· Copy of Tournament Program

(2) Any incident of referee assault or abuse by a player, coach, manager, club official or game official or other incidents of a serious nature, must be reported to the alleged offender’s club or league and home State Association immediately, but in not event later than 48 hours after an incident of referee assault or abuse.


A TEAM THAT TRAVELS WITHOUT HAVING APPROVAL TO TRAVEL

OR

A HOSTING ORGANIZATION THAT HOSTS A TOURNAMENT OR GAMES

WITHOUT COMPLYING WITH THE REQUIREMENTS FOR APPROVAL

IS SUBJECT TO PENALTIES BY IYSA AND US SOCCER, INCLUDING MONETARY PENALTIES, DENIAL OF PERMISSION TO TRAVEL OR HOST IN THE FUTURE, REVOCATION OF ANY APPROVAL TO TRAVEL OR HOST THAT HAS NOT YET OCCURERED, AND SUSPENSION AND/OR TERMINATION OF MEMBERSHIP OF THE PARTIES RESPONSIBLE.
